PARTS: Front and Rear shocks



Step1: place your machine on a flat surface and lift the front end off of the ground making
sure it can’t roll, and the park brake or machine is in park and or Blocks are in place to
ensure it does not roll forward or back.

Step2: Remove your Front tires to have better access to your factory shocks. Remove both
Drivers and passenger factory installed shocks using an 18mm Wrench and 18mm
Ratchet. Note: Because of the way the bushing is designed in the factory arms you will
have to press down to hold the arm extended to remove and install your Exit shocks.

Step3: Your new Exit Shocks by Zbroz Racing are front and rear specific. Both have similar
lengths; the front shocks are clocked identically and only slightly offset or 80 Degrees
from the bolt. See photo of Front driver’s side installed for reference. Note the windshield
washer bottle on Cab models in the image. Also note the reservoir is clocked slightly
forward on the driver’s side to make clearance for the bottle. Torque bolts to factory
specifications.

Step4: Install passenger side front shock as shown in the image below. Note that this side
clocks backward to give better clearance of wiring and access to your compression
damping adjustment knob. Torque bolts to factory specifications.
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Stepb5: Replace front tires and move to the rear of the machine and lift until tires are off
the ground. Remove rear tires. Remove factory installed shocks with 18 mm wrench and
18mm ratchet. Note: Because of the way the bushing is designed in the factory arms you
will have to press down to hold the arm extended to remove and install your Exit shocks.

Step6: Installation of the rear shocks is slightly easier and both shocks are clocked at 0
degrees or in line with the mounting bolts. The reservoirs need to face backwards or
toward the rear of the machine on both sides. Please see the attached photos of the

drivers and passenger shocks installed for reference.
