1. Remove both side panels, 3 QTR turns ea side.
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2. Remove hood, 1 QTR Turn ea side, 1 QTR turn in
front, disconnect wire harness.




3. Remove stock front bumper, 4 — M6 bolts, using
8mm socket

4. Remove Slip nuts from stock front bumper,
Install slip nuts on Zbroz Front Bumper Grab
Bar.




Remove 2 upper Torx screws, down below grab
handle. 1 on each side.




7. Rivet Grab Bar to Bash Plate, 4 small head
rivets, 2 on each side.

* Note: Do this step while bumper is off sled*




9. With Sled on one side, Place Plastic Skid Plate
In position with some rivets to hold in place.

* Note: Plastic Skid Plate should be under Front Bumper at front of sled, 3
Rivets in the center of the skid plate and the 4 at the A-arm mounting bkts
are existing holes. Make sure they line up *

10. The two longest rivets join the Front Bumper
“Bash plate” & the “Plastic Skid Plate” to the

S led « These 2rivets replace the Torx screws removed earlier on step 6.

11. Drill 4 remianing holes in skid plate back near
track. Rivet into place. 4 small head rivets.
